During the Saint Patrick’s Day traffic enforcement campaign, reducing the deadly dangers from drunk 
drivers was a top priority as Franklin Park Police Department was out in force to arrest those who put 
themselves and others on the road at risk. 
 
From March 13-March 22, 2015, Franklin Park Police stopped 75 vehicles and arrested 1 DWI driver, 1 
Suspended/Revoked driver, issued 32 Seat Belt Citations and issued multiple citations, which included 
speeding violations, vehicle equipment violations, insurance violations and other alcohol related 
violations, in conjunction with the traffic enforcement crackdown.
