3. Member Grieashamer made a motion to accept the minutes of July 13, 2011. The motion was seconded by Member Mennella and approved to place them on file as presented.

Chairman Cwik stated that this hearing is an amendment to Ordinance #1011 Z 13 (ZBA 10-23), Condition #2 which required the closure of the eastern drive on Grand Avenue.  This amendment requests permission to keep the eastern drive on Grand Avenue open.
Chairman Cwik called the petitioner(s) up at this time.  He asked if he can sign in and be sworn in.  Mr. Anthony Santucci, petitioner, came forward. He signed in and was sworn in.

Mr. Harris stated that he had a discussion with Mark White of the Fire Prevention Bureau and he stated that the department would like to see that entrance open for Fire and Emergency vehicles.

Chairman Cwik asked the petitioner to present his testimony to the Zoning Board at this time.  

Chairman Cwik asked what circumstances have changed since the business has been opened to necessitate the petitioner to come back before the zoning board and ask for the driveway to remain open.  Mr. Santucci stated that he had no problem either way to keep the driveway open or closed.  He further stated that he had no intention of coming back before the board to reopen the case.  
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Mr. Harris stated that it was an internal decision to have Mr. Santucci to come back before the zoning board as it would be the same scenario as the Romano business on Grand Avenue coming back before the zoning board for their driveway on Grand.

Mr. Harris stated that staff doesn’t have a problem with Mr. Santucci keeping the entrance open as the Fire Prevention Bureau also would like the entrance to remain open for fire and emergency vehicles.  He continued that it is a good idea to have some sort of barrier by the outdoor café that is located right at the parking lot.
The members discussed the number of outdoor seating cafes that particular building has in total.  There are two (2) outdoor cafes, one for the Underpass Lounge and one for Ben Venuti.
Mr. Santucci stated that he doesn’t have a problem if the members decide to have him erect some type of barrier or screening around the outdoor cafe.
Member Grieashamer asked the petitioner if he would have an issue if the members decided to keep the drive an “entrance only”.  Mr. Santucci stated that he would not have a problem with that.  He further stated that it would be beneficial, as he does have deliveries that come in and out of that parking lot.

The members discussed the types of barriers that can be placed at the outdoor café.  Mr. Harris suggested, concrete flower pots, steel fencing or ballards.  There is not a large amount of room to erect the barrier, so it would have to be streamlined.
Chairman Cwik opened this hearing to the public at this time.  Since no members from the public came forward, Chairman Cwik closed this portion of the hearing.

Board Discussion began at 7:11 p.m.

The members discussed placing a condition regarding placing a barrier between the parking lot and the outdoor café.  They discussed what kinds of barriers that should be placed.
Board Discussion ended at 7:15 p.m.
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Member Grieashamer made a motion to “approve ZBA 11-10 for an amendment to Ordinance #1011 Z 13 (ZBA 10-23), for 9400 Grand, Unit A, Condition #2 which required the closure of the eastern drive on Grand Avenue.  This amendment requests permission to keep the eastern drive on Grand Avenue open with the following conditions:  that the driveway is an “entrance only” and that a safety barrier is erected between the parking and dining area, also proper signage be erected stated that it is an entrance only.” Member Mennella seconded the motion.  Roll Call Vote. Member Szubart-Yes; Member Mennella-Yes; Chairman Cwik-No; Member Grieashamer-Yes; Member Boreson-Yes; Member Snyder-No; Member Jimenez-Absent.  Four (4) Ayes, Two (2) Nays, One (1) Absent, Zero (0) Abstain.  The motion was carried.
Chairman Cwik reminded the applicant that this is a recommending body and all final decisions will be made by the Village Board of Trustees.  

Chairman Cwik thanked everyone for attending this evening
Member Grieashamer made a motion to move ZBA Case 11-06 to the next regularly scheduled ZBA meeting on Wednesday, August 10, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. in the first floor northwest conference room at 9500 W. Belmont Avenue, Franklin Park.  Member Mennella seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion was carried.
